Travel Policy

Observe all designated curfew times. In rooms at 10:00 PM. Lights out at 10:30 PM.

Rowers are not allowed to leave the hotel or regatta site without permission of coach and
chaperone.

Athletes are encouraged to socialize at the regatta site or in designated common rooms of the
hotel. Athletes of the opposite sex are not allowed into each other’s rooms, except in the
presence of a coach or chaperone. No one, other than someone from Dublin Crew or a family
member is allowed to visit in the hotel room of a rower.

Crew room assignments will not be changed. If your rower requires a crew room, the cost will
be divided equally. Payment is required prior to the regatta weekend.

Respect for other hotel guests by minimizing excessive noise should be practiced at all times.
Horseplay should be avoided to ensure safety of all rowers.

Athletes and/or legal guardian will be held responsible for damages/theft of items in hotel
rooms including, but not limited to, replacement costs, legal-fees or any associated fees
incurred as a result of damages or theft.

Non-compliance will require parent/guardian to immediately pick up rower.
